Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

As we enter July I’d like to say a few words about parish finances and your sacrificial
giving. When the COVID lockdown first happened in March, it was obvious that
there would be negative financial consequences not only for individuals and
businesses, but for Churches and non-profit organizations as well. In order to help
Churches and non-profit organizations our government adopted measures to help
alleviate some of this financial stress. Among other things, Churches which lost more
than 30% of their donations from the same time period of last year could obtain
financial support from the government to offset their lost donations.

Today I wish to tell you how proud I am that our parish has not needed, nor
applied for, any such government assistance.

As you know, churches are accorded some degree of tax relief from the government,
and are able to offer tax receipts when people made donations, because of the good
work they do for society - helping the poor, inculcating high moral standards in the
young (and not-so-young), and in general being a positive and construtive influence
in the community. We appreciate these benefits which our government offers us. And
now, when so many people are out of work and struggling, and our government is
doing what it can to offer them financial support, it is a very good thing that our
parish is not on the receiving end of this financial assistance. There are people out
there who need the government’s support more than we do.

It would not be possible for me to write these words were it not for your exemplary
generosity in supporting our parish during this difficult time. I speak with priests
from other parishes, and it’s not unusual to hear a priest from a bigger parish in a
bigger city tell me that his parish is experiencing financial stress, and that they have
applied for government “pandemic” assistance. The fact that we are able to “make
ends meet” on our own here at St. John’s is a testament to the excellent leadership of
our parish council and the love all of us have for our parish.

On behalf of our parish I wish to thank all of you for your continued generous
financial support. I am very proud to be the priest of this parish. We all look forward
to the day when our parish life will return to normal. In the meantime let us continue
to do everything we can to cultivate our personal spiritual life, and continue to offer
our prayerful and material support to our parish to the extent we are able.
