Confession and Communion. All pious Orthodox Christians should approach the Holy
Mysteries of Confession and Holy Communion regularly and often. Confession is available
before all Liturgies, as well as on Saturday evening after Vespers.

If you, or someone you know, cannot come to Church for confession or
communion due to age or infirmity, please inform Fr. Petro. He will gladly visit anyone in
their home, nursing home, or in hospital in order to confess and commune them. Please speak
to him directly, call, or e-mail him to arrange a mutually convenient time.

You can always request the church prayers for
health or for the repose of the departed by writing down their names and passing this list to
the Altar before Liturgy for commemoration at the Proskomedia and during the Liturgy.

Service of Thanksgiving; Requiem/Panakhyda for the departed; Blessings; Baptism;
Wedding; Funeral; and other services by appointment with your parish priest. For additional
information regarding Special Church Services and what they are for, please contact your
parish priest.

Thank you all, for your ongoing and unwavering support of our glorious
church and parish. Giving your time, energy and enthusiasm to maintain
our church has allowed us to support all types of religious, cultural and
community programming.

Thank you to Father Petro for always steering the ship towards God in a
way that is both relatable and spiritually uplifting! And a heartfelt
gratitude to our newly elected Parish Council, Sisterhood, and
exceptionally dedicated Executive Committee, who never cease to
amaze me with their passion.

At our information session in February, we celebrated our tremendous
volunteerism, programming and financial realities. Thank you all for your
attendance and appreciation for our reality! As discussed, an estimated
monthly cost of $18,000 is required to operate the church. We are not
meeting our monthly expenses, nor are we collecting enough to add to
long-term reserves, which means we continue to use our savings to pay
for day-to-day expenses. Based on our savings and reliance on using
them to top up our expenses, we have approximately 10 — 14 years to
survive.

Maintaining a 90-year-old institution is a challenge, so if you ever have
any questions for me or our Parish Council about how you can
help—whether through volunteering, special projects, or financial
support—we would be happy to discuss. And if you have any questions
about my regular bulletin updates to keep everyone informed, please
reach out!

1 Then, six days before the Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, where
Lazarus was [a]who had been dead, whom He had raised from the dead.
2 There they made Him a supper; and Martha served, but Lazarus was
one of those who sat at the table with Him. 3 Then Mary took a pound of
very costly oil of spikenard, anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped His
feet with her hair. And the house was filled with the fragrance of the oil.

4 But one of His disciples, Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son, who would
betray Him, said, 5 “Why was this fragrant oil not sold for [b]three
hundred denarii and given to the poor?” 6 This he said, not that he cared
for the poor, but because he was a thief, and had the money box; and he
used to take what was put in it.

7 But Jesus said, “Let her alone; [c]she has kept this for the day of My
burial. 8 For the poor you have with you always, but Me you do not
have always.”

9 Now a great many of the Jews knew that He was there; and they
came, not for Jesus’ sake only, but that they might also see Lazarus,
whom He had raised from the dead. 10 But the chief priests plotted to
put Lazarus to death also, 11 because on account of him many of the
Jews went away and believed in Jesus.
